EAT/DRINK Phat on 4th, 1859 West 4th: Deli and coffee shop offering
soups, salads and smoked meat sandwiches; open for breakfast and lunch.
* * EAT/DRINK The Noodle Box, 1867 West 4th: Casual Southeast Asian cafe
with wonderful soups, stews and spring rolls to eat in or take out; open for
lunch and dinner.
EAT/DRINK Pinky’s, 1873 West 4th: Trendy steakhouse and cocktail lounge,
with a tapas-style menu for happy hour (5 to 7); open dinner to late most
days, for lunch on Fridays only.
FASHION Mark’s Work Wearhouse, 1885 West 4th: Practical and well-
priced clothing for men and women, from casual to on-the-job clothing.

** FOOD/GIFTS Chocolate Arts, 2037 West 4th: Exquisitely beautiful
chocolates, including medallions with Haida designs — they may be too
stunning to eat, so you might have to give them away.
HOME DECOR/GIFTS Hana, 2039 West 4th: Japanese porcelain, jewellery
and accessories for the home.
EAT/DRINK Hell’s Kitchen, 2041 West 4th: Casual restaurant and bar with
pizza, burgers and pasta on the menu; open from lunch to late.
EAT/DRINK Yuji’s, 2059 West 4th: Japanese tapas restaurant offers sushi,
sashimi and some inventive house specialties; open for dinner only.
EAT/DRINK Joe’s Grill, 2063 West 4th: Greasy spoon joint is very popular
for breakfast and brunch, also open for lunch.
FASHION Jolie, 2065 West 4th: Reasonably priced women’s clothing,
accessories and shoes, with a good selection of dresses, many of which are
from Montreal and Europe.
SPAS/SALONS Kitsilananails, 2065 West 4th: Manis, pedis and waxing on
offer here; walk-ins welcome.
ATHLETIC WEAR: Sigge’s, 2077 West 4th: Clothing and gear for cross-
country skiers.
FOOD Candy Aisle, 2083 West 4th: Gummy bears, lollipops, licorice or
Dubble Bubble — you’ll find it all here in its tooth-rotting glory.
BOOKS/MAGAZINES The Comic Shop, 2089 West 4th: If you’re serious
about comics, you can’t miss this place.

FASHION Oqoqo, 2123 West 4th: This Lululemon offshoot carries stylish
casual clothing for women made from fabrics like soy cotton and hemp.
FASHION Aqua La Vie en Rose, 2127 West 4th: The swimwear arm of
Canadian lingerie retailer La Vie en Rose carries stylish swimming gear that
you can buy as separates.
FASHION Lotuswear, 2131 West 4th: Like Lululemon, this retailer
specializes in yoga-inspired casual clothing for women and men.
EAT/DRINK Connie’s Cook House, 2135 West 4th: Unpretentious Chinese
restaurant specializing in Szechuan and Cantonese cuisine.
SPAS/SALONS Pure Nail Bar, 2137 West 4th: One of several locations of
this hip salon, where you can sit on a couch and watch TV while you get your
nails done. Walk-ins are welcome.
MAGAZINES Does Your Mother Know?, 2139 West 4th: Contrary to what
the name suggests, this place carries all kinds of magazines, not just smutty
ones.
ACCESSORIES Readerwear, 2149 West 4th: If you need help reading the
fine print, these folks will help you do it in style, with a large collection of
stylish reading specs.
HOME DECOR Bed, 2151 West 4th: Locally made, pure cotton sheets and
duvet covers in a huge range of colours and patterns.
EAT/DRINK Bistro Pastis, 2153 West 4th: Elegant French bistro with a
classic menu and a good wine list.
ACCESSORIES Watch It!, 2169 West 4th: Watches for guys and gals, from
makers like Seiko, Diesel and Nixon; sunglasses, too.
ATHLETIC WEAR Foot Locker, 2173 West 4th: Action-oriented footwear for
men and women.
FASHION Current, 2177 West 4th: Another branch of the small Vancouver
chain that’s big on well-priced office wear and dressy clothing for the over-30
crowd.
** EAT/DRINK Bishop’s, 2183 West 4th: This elegant room, presided over by
celebrity chef John Bishop, earns all the accolades it’s garnered over the
years.
SPAS/SALONS Beverly’s the Spa on 4th, 2185 West 4th: Skincare is a
specialty of this posh little spa.
FASHION Le Chateau, 2199 West 4th: One of several local outlets of this
cheap and chic Canadian fashion retailer.

FASHION Gravity Pope Tailored Goods, 2203 West 4th: Carefully chosen,
upscale designer clothing lines for men and women, including Tara Jarmon,
Paul Smith and Eley Kishimoto.

** FOOTWEAR Gravity Pope, 2205 West 4th: Shoe lovers just about wept
with joy when this Edmonton-based retailer brought super-chic men’s and
women’s lines like Cydwoq, Fly London, Marc Jacobs and Repetto to the
neighbourhood, and they’re still flocking there.
FASHION The Urban Rack, 2207 West 4th: Lots of nice women’s labels
here, from InWear and Mexx to local designers like Kersh and Sweet
Chemise.
** HOME DECOR/ACCESSORIES Paboom, 2209 West 4th: This skinny little
store carries a little bit of everything for the home, from funky cocktail
shakers to elegant serving platters to groovy table lamps. It’s all stylish and
the prices are amazingly reasonable.
FOOD/DRINK Kitsilano Wine Cellar, 2235 West 4th: Helpful staff will help
you find just the right bottle of wine, from B.C. or elsewhere in the world.
BOOKS/MAGAZINES Duthie Books. 2230 West 4th: This locally owned
bookstore is a great place to browse for books and magazines; very helpful
staff.
FOOD Capers Community Market, 2285 West 4th: Upscale grocery store
with an emphasis on organic foods, with a nice deli where you can pick up
something to eat on the adjoining patio.

ACCESSORIES Eye Candy, 1818 West 4th: Groovy eyeglass frames and
sunglasses.
FOOTWEAR Flip Flop Shops, 1820 West 4th: Not a closed toe in sight here
— this little shop is completely devoted to flip flops and sandals.
EAT/DRINK The Sushi Bar, 1822 West 4th: The name says it all — casual
Japanese joint, eat in or take out.
HOME DECOR Majestic Sit & Sleep, 1828 West 4th: Futons and
conventional beds, sofa beds and reclining chairs are all available here.
JEWELLERY Taraxa, 1834 West 4th: Hand-made sterling silver jewellery,
some by local designers, is the main focus of this pretty little shop.
ACCESSORIES/CLOTHING Puff, 1838 West 4th: A small collection of hemp
clothing at the front of the store gives you a hint to what’s at the back — lots
and lots of bongs!
EAT/DRINK Trattoria Italian Kitchen, 1850 West 4th: Italian comfort food
is the staple at this attractive restaurant, sister to Glowbal in Yaletown. Open
for lunch and dinner.
FASHION Skyler, 1854 West 4th: Locally owned Stylish jersey clothing that



could take you from the yoga studio to a casual night out.
FASHION Blue Crush, 1864 West 4th: Beachwear for men and women.

FOOTWEAR/KIDS Tomatoes Children’s Footwear, 1926 West 4th: From
cute sneakers to tiny Mary Janes, everything the well-shod toddler needs is
here.
HOME DECOR Victoria Lampshade Shop, 1926 West 4th: All the
lampshades here are custom-made on site.
FASHION Adrenaline, 1926 West 4th: Streetwear for men and women, and
you can get a tattoo or a piercing to go with it.
EAT/DRINK Shijo, 1926 West 4th: Head up the stairs for this traditional
Japanese restaurant, open for dinner only.
EAT/DRINK Maenam, 1938 West 4th: Attractive space featuring inventive
Thai food.
